A. When lighting, if stove blazes up or produces vellow flame:

Cause: Not sufficient mir pressure,

Remedy: Close Generator Valve and pump, following instructions.

Caunse: You opened Generator Valve too much.

Kemedy: When first lighting stove, open Generator Valve approximately two full turms only. (See
Inatructions).

Cause: Lighting Lever (F) might be on Burn position.

Remedy: Put Lighting Lever (F) on Light position. (See Instructions),

B. If lame jumps from Burner and goes out:

Cawuse: Too much air pressure,
Remedy: Close Generator Valve, open Filler Flug and let air pressure escape, and repump follow-
ing instructions.

C. If Stove does not light at all:

Cause: No fuel or insufficient air pressure.

Remedy: Put in fuel, and pump sufficient pressure in fount, follow instractions carefully.
Cause: Generator clogged up by dirt or carbon.

Remedy: Put In complete new generator.

D. If lame grows dim or goes out suddenly:

Couse: After pumping pressure in Fount, you may not have screwed Fump Flunger to the right,
and tightened it, which is essentigl.

Remedy: Follow instructions,

Cause: Lighting Lever may not be on Burn position.

Remedy: One minute after stove is lighted it is essential to turn Lighting Lever to Burn position,
otherwise stove loges pressure through the Instant-lighting mechanitim.

Cause; Fount may leak mir. - 3

Remedy: Place Fount contalning &ir pressure 1 Docket of water; if gic, ubbles come from Filler
Plug, put in new Filler Plug Gasket. If this [ails to correct condition, use new Filler Plug
complete. IF air bubbles come from arcund the Bushing where YValve Body screws into
Fount, be sure connection is tight.  If air bubbles come out of Pump Farrell, be sure to tighten
Pump Flunger completely to the right.

E. If a fuel leak develops at lower end of Generator:

Couse; Jamb Nut not properly threaded on Fuel Valve Body. 3

Remedy: Tighten Jamb Nut with Wrench. If leak continues, put on new Jamb Nut—if this
does not stop the leak, then the trouble is with the Valve Body which should be replaced.

F. If Generator lasts only a short time:

Causer May be due to use of old, dirty or treated gasoline.

KRemedy: Drain and clean Fount thoroughly. Use Coleman Filter Funnel when refilling Fount
with fresh white gasocline.

G. If Flame is irregular or yellow:

Caouse: Dirt in Burner Cap or Rings.
Remedy: Unscrew Burner Cap and Rings and clean. If impossible to cleen, replace Burner Cap
and Rings with new ones.

H. If Pump does not work:

Caunse- Pump Leather may be dry.

Remedy: Remove Pump Plunger and apply to Pump Leather a few dvops of oil; or if Pump
Leather is worn out, replace with new one,

Cause: Ball in Check Valve is stuclk.

Remedy: Remove Pump Plunper—unserew Check Valve: wash thoroughly in gascline; make
sure the chrome-nickel ball has “'play” in seat—if Pump still does not work, replace Check
Valve with new one.

Cause: The seat of the Pump Air Stem which screws into the Check Vilve may be damaged.

Remedy: Beplace with new Air Stem.

1. If Pack Nut on Generator Valve Stem develops leax:

Cause: FPacking Gland in Pack Mut may have shrunk. This may happen in dry climates and
eepecially in the tropics.

Remedy: Tighten Pack Nut with Wrench slightly until you notice friction when turning Valve
Wheel. Should this fail to stop leak, put in new complete Generawor Valve Stem.
