DIRECTIONS FOR USE =

for GASOLENE STOVE No. 8R with regulating and self-pricking burner and
safety valve in the tank lid

Note. To clean nipple, turn to left, to shut off, turn to right,
for full flame, turn to centre

Open the lid of the box to serve as a windshield, and pull down the front part with the tank.
Put on the regulator wheel and turn it to the right as far as possible, If the bumer is not already
shut off.

FILLING. Unscrew tank [Id and flll the container with clean gasolene, Screw on tank lid tight.

HEATING. Open the burner valve by turning the regulator wheel a little to the left. Warm the
tank with the hands to mzke gasolens coze out of the burner down into the cup. Whan the cup is
almost filled, shut the burner by turning the regulater whesl to the right, and light the gazolene.

LIGHTING. When the gasolene is almost bumnt out, but not befors, tum the regulator wheel 8
littla to the left, letting the gas out through the nipple. The gas should ignite, if not light with a
match. As the stove warks on self-pressure, the flame increases as the burner gets hotter.

REGULATING THE FLAME. Tuming the regulator wheel a little more to the |eft will give a
bigger flame, to the right a smaller flame. The flame should not be regulated with the cleaning
neadle, i.e. with the requlator wheel in cleaning position.

EXTINGUISHING. Turn the regulator wheel to the right az far 28 poasible, and leave in it
that positian.

CLEANING THE NIPPLE. The nipple is cleaned by turning the requiator wheel as far as possibla

+to-the-left and then gquickly back again. Feesp a lighted match réady, should the flamie g oif

Some important hints

Every time before lighting the stove unscrew filling lid, so as to It air pass into the tank. Than
screw on filling lid siright.

When the sove is not used, the regulator wheel must be shut off, otherwise gasolens may ooze
out through the nippie.

Filling of gasolene must never be done near an open fire.
Da not open the filling lid while the burner is still hot,

TO REPLACE THE CLEANING MEEDLE

1) Take off the burner plate and serew out the nipple.

2 Turn the regulator whael to the left and take out the cleaning needla with a pair of small flat
pliers or tweezers, Then turn the wheel back to the right as far as possible,

3) Put in the new cleaning needle with the cogs against the cogs of the spindle, using a pair of
tweezers or & match (stick the needle into the end of the match).

4) Turn tha regulatdr wheel 1/3 tum to the left to let 3 to 4 cogs pass. While doing this keep
the needla pressed hard against the cogs of the spindle, so that a click will be heard for
each cog passed.

5} Turn the regulator wheel to the right as far as possible and screw in the nipple.

MOTE. [f the cleaning needle is put in properly, it should be visible in the nipple hole after
turning the regulator wheel not more than 1/3 tumn to the left from the closed position.

If gas leaks cut at the regulating spindle, screw the nut a little tighter, or, it necessary, change
the spindle packing. Screw out the nipple and take out the cleaning needle as described above,
loosen the box nut, screw out the spindle and change tha packing.
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
